Australia: Supreme Champion Sydney Royal Easter Show 2017
entry of the Floribunda ‘White Spray’ amplifying the preferred style
of display as a Bunch showcasing all stages of bloom with an emphasis
on the artistic presentation of a cascade of bloom sizes
from top to bottom in a pleasing arrangement.

The entry illustrates a number
of distinct advantages and a
few flaws. The form of the
minifiora, *Dr. John Dickman',
is impeccable not to mention
absolute charm of the color.
The clever use of two sets of
foliage to augment the setting
for the bloom is good strategy.
Lower foliage set does not
match the upper set
to create symmetry and has
several dead spots on the
lowest leaf. Foliage has been
staged to occupy a major area
of the frame, again creating a
very pleasing display. Using
the bilack background to full
advantage with turgid foliage
sets that look alive making
this entry a winner!
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This pair of ‘Royal Highness' on first sight may seem like a reasonably
matched pair, but on closer examination the bloom sizes are not exactly
the same size. The younger the bloom, the deeper the color.
Comparing the form of the pair also reveals a large deviation
in petal openings. This example has illustrated the caution in closer
examination that should be exercised when judging this class.
Blooms should be spaced apart o as not to touch.

In this case, the spacing was a little too close that promoted
the visible differences in size and color and form
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
